The primary goal of MAC 414B, a production capstone course,  is to produce a short narrative digital film. This interdisciplinary program will be directed by the Media, Journalism and Film Department, bringing together students and faculty from a variety of disciplines. Capstone Pictures is the name of the production company that we form for the class. In previous semesters, we have won 3 Regional Student Production Awards (from NATAS, who put on the Emmys) and our films have appeared at a variety of film festivals. 

Students from English, film studies, theatre, architecture, art, marketing and graphics and others are encouraged to enroll in the course. The final production will be based on an original concept: planned, directed, produced and edited by students. The production process will be facilitated by faculty and professionals who will offer advice and technical assistance to the students. We plan on having a Hollywood professional participate with the production. 
In the first part of the semester, the students will complete a thorough preproduction package including a completing the script, script breakdown, scheduling, budget, set design, location scouting, transportation and craft services. During the production, students will be responsible for all production elements, including direction, cinematography, lighting, costumes, makeup, set design, casting, audio, management, catering, and maintaining the project budget. 

The entire process stands as an opportunity for students to explore all aspects of the making of an independent film: working within the constraints of a modest budget, collaborating with actors and media professionals, developing teamwork and project planning skills, and creating original work which attempts to be intellectually and creatively challenging and honest. 

The course is not limited to seniors, but only seniors can take it for capstone credit. Entrance to the course requires filling out an application and doing a brief interview with the instructors. Fill out the attached application form or pick up a form in the Media and Culture Office in 120 Williams Hall.
